Old Business:  
 

1. Plant Report and Update. 

• 175,000 gallons processed, no violations. 

• Processing solids, samples have been submitted to lab for analysis. 
 

2. Resort’s Yodelin employee housing reconnection plan and request. 

• The presentation consisted of 2 components: reconnection and ownership of the line. 

• Connection will be according to preliminary plans and the proposed revisions. The 
board has approved this reconnection and construction will begin as soon as 
possible. 

• Ownership of line.  
o Occupancy is needed to keep water flowing and reduce the risk of 

freezing. Resort plans to have the building occupied at all times. 
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o Pipe thickness has been upgraded and has a burst strength of 200 psi. 
o Insulation has been upgraded to a thicker and higher quality insulation. 
o Heat will be added. 
o The above should give a lower probability of failure. 
o A Memorandum Of Understanding (MOU) will likely be required. This 

MOU will outline the various responsibilities for maintenance of the line 
and power supply. Stevens will develop draft MOU for consideration at 
a future meeting.
